IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING TRIP REGISTRATION  
 
Hi all, 
 
Just a few words to clarify how the trip sheet system works and it's importance in the trip planning pro-
cess. 
 
Firstly, the trip sheets play an important part in the club's paper trail in case an incident occurs on a club 
trip that may have possible legal ramifications. 
 
Second point illustrated by a case study:- A 4 week trip is advertised to the Simpson Desert, meeting at 
the Gawler Hotel car park at 0830 hrs on Sunday the 7th April. 
 
The trip leader calls a trip meeting with the participants whose names appear on the trip sheet. 
 
At the meeting, it becomes clear to the trip leader that the participants would prefer to make their way in-
dependently to Dalhousie Springs and leave Dalhousie for the Simpson at 0900hrs on Tuesday the 9th 
April to avoid travelling in convoy from Gawler. 
 
By agreement, the trip is changed to start from Dalhousie at 0900hrs on the 9th April. 
 
On Sunday the 7th April, Fred Bloggs, whose name is NOT on the trip sheet, rolls up at the Gawler Hotel 
car park and wonders why there is no one there! 
 
IMPORTANT, the above indicates that:- 
If you have ANY thoughts about participating in a trip, especially the longer ones, PLEASE enter your 
name and contact details on the trip sheet or website, even if you are unsure if you will eventually go. You 
can then be assured that you will be included in any trip planning meetings.
