Trip leaders are needed to run Sunday drives or long weekend trips.  
If you have a passion to get out and about in your Land Rover, come and 

talk to the Committee!  
 

It is not difficult to lead a trip. 
(See the Trip Leadersô info in this monthôs magazine). 

 
Trip sheets will be available at every Club meeting, but for those of you 

who cannot attend, you can register for all trips on the Club website 
lrregsa.org.au 

Alternatively you can ring Dave Price direct.  His mobile number is 
in the ñObsessionò. 
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Want to Lead a Club Trip but not sure how to begin? 
 

Below are a few things that will help you to organise your trip. 
 

(1) Firstly you need to know where your planned trip will take you. This is simple if it is just a Sunday 
Drive, but it is necessary to have knowledge about the route you  intend to drive, points of interest 
and places where the convoy can stop for morning tea and lunch. 

(2) To run a successful trip, plan to stop approx. every 2 hrs for either a toilet break or ñsmokoò.  Your 
fellow travellers will get very upset if you just keep driving.  If your chosen morning tea/lunch stop 
means travelling slightly longer tell them what your plan is. 

(3) The bigger the convoy the longer it takes to travel the distance. A good plan is to limit your trip to 10 
vehicles, you can always allow the odd extra vehicle if numbers are greater but you will have prob-
lems if you have to refuse someone because you allowed your trip to overbook. 

(4) If possible reconnoitre the route so that you have it mapped out in your mind/map/satnav. 

(5) Grade your Trip (Easy 1-5) (Hard 6-8) (Very Hard 10). 

(6) Notify the Trips Coordinator (must be done for insurance purposes).  After approval the coordinator 
will raise a trip sheet and advertise your trip in the ñObsessionò. 

(7) Be prepared to talk about your planned trip at the club meeting. 

(8) Check the trip sheet at every meeting to ensure participants have the capability and the vehicle to 
tackle the grade of trip. 

(9) Check that all participants have completed a Medical Form and placed it under the sun visor of their 
car. 

(10) If your trip is a long one have a Trip Meeting before the start of the trip: 

 
Explain safety responsibilities, and the Trip Leaderôs responsibility for the group. 
Explain convoy procedure and your itinerary, timing and route. 
Run through UHF procedure and its function and encourage chatter. 

Ask for a volunteer to be ñTail End Charlieò.  

 

(11) Perform a radio check before moving off. 

 
At the conclusion of the trip 

 
Thank everyone for coming along. Remind the appointed trip reporter of the maga-
zine deadline. 
 
Ensure all participants know how to get home or to the nearest main road!
