Part Fourï The engine rebuild 

A ll my reading of manuals, articles and websites was finally coming to fruition; I am going to rebuild my 
motor! The only problem was that the more I read the more I was worried about tackling this monu-

mental task. Is it clean enough? Do I have all the right parts and tools? Why, oh why didnôt I take photos 
when I stripped it down? I managed to convince my grandfather to help out on the proviso that he guide 
me, not take over. He was fantastic and it was a great experience to share with him.  
 
 In order to get ready for the rebuild I had to make sure that everything was spotless. This involved 
pressure washing, hot soapy water, and a healthy paranoia to ensure that no rust could set in on the 
freshly honed bores. Despite being hot washed at the machining shop, there was still plenty of cutting com-
pound to be found in the water jackets and oil holes. Once dried with compressed air, I took the opportunity 
to paint the block aluminium silver. This is because untreated the cast block would have a harmless but 
ugly layer of rust in no time at all. 
 
 The day of the rebuild came and started smoothly. The first hurdle was inserting the distributor screw 
gear. The original screw gear was damaged at the machine shop as it had become seized in the block. 
The new gear is shorter than the original and has a two 
piece bush. Itôs this bush that would cause problems as I 
had put it on upside down and consequently the locating 
grub screw wouldnôt fit. This was also a difficult operation 
as the screw gear had to be inserted about a quarter of a 
turn from where you actually needed it. Iôm not too proud 
to say that this process alone took about one and a half 
hours to get right. 
 
 We lined up the crankshaft, camshaft and fitted the 
timing with relative ease; that was until I realised that 
there were two core plugs missing. So I took it all off 
again and without thinking turned the crankshaft to fit the 
timing chain on. 
 
 After a well-deserved bullocking and quick lesson 
on what could happen if itôs not all connected correctly, I did it all 
again. The next issue we had was fitting the front crankshaft oil seal. 
As it is such a tight fit, hammering it into place was just starting to 
damage the edge. This was easily overcome by the use of a shop 
press.   
 
 One of the final pieces to be married to the rest of the motor 
was the hotbox exhaust manifold. I found this to be quite an ingen-
ious part. The hotbox manifold has a butterfly which directs hot air 
onto the bottom of the intake to help the motor warm up faster. As it 
all heats up there is a spring on the side that opens the butterfly and 
directs the hot air away from the intake and out the exhaust pipe. My 
manifold had clearly seen better days and in the past had some poor 
welding to block up leaks. I took it to my local exhaust shop and was 
told whilst it was possible to repair, it wasnôt recommend and it 
wouldnôt be cheap. My only other option was to find a better second-
hand one or a new one. To my delight I was able to find a new old 
stock in Australia, for a very reasonable price.
